Hello friends. It has been hard for me to keep up
with posting and I've been grateful that Jon has
filled in. This has been a really hard week for our
community. Last Saturday the winds picked up and
moved in a new direction - directly towards our
village. By mid afternoon the Incident Commander
of our fire camp made the decision to evacuate
camp. By 4 pm the sky was dark - red and black and
everything was eerily still due to the heavy smoke
that hung over us. We moved quickly to load up all
we could and head 63 km down the road to where a
new camp was being set up for us. We had planned
to move there the next day, but had to jump the gun.
As | pulled out of the village, | looked at the
familiar places - our school, the ball field and
campground, the store that has just been reopened,
my friend's home and hunting business. | knew that
as | drove away, | was leaving behind not only a
place | have grown to love, but also many people
who are friends and neighbours who had chosen to
stay in their homes despite the evacuation order 11
days earlier. | wept as | drove up out of the valley
without being able to warn them that the camp was
evacuating and no longer in their midst. | struggled
with feeling like | was abandoning them though I
knew they had each made their own choice.

Why do people stay when fire is close at hand?
Something that not even most of the firefighters
realize is that in communities like ours, our houses
are more than just where we live. Many of the
people there have built their homes over years of
work by their own hands. They have cut down the
trees and milled the lumber, constructing their
homes themselves. For some these homes have
raised children and grandchildren and livestock for
decades. Most of the homes are not insured and
there will be nothing to start over with when this is
all over. Insurance companies will not insure homes
in places like Nazko, and those that do charge rates
that are unaffordable for our people. So when a fire
takes a house, it takes a family's whole life, lifestyle
and often their livelihood too.

On Saturday night, we felt like we were
experiencing an apocalypse. It wasn't until later on
Sunday and Monday that we learned that one family
had lost their home and ranch; another lost their
ranch; another resort survived, but lost their horses;
another family believes that their home survived but
they lost all their outbuildings; and others have lost
property and cabins. We still don't know the whole
toll. The fire moved from 12 km from our village to
3 km in one night. What was left on those places
that were destroyed is unrecognizable. The fire was
so hot and intense and winds so strong that it bent
over trees, burned through and left trees blackened
and bent in its path. The land is now crippled and
broken.

Nazko people are fiercely independent and self-
sufficient and it is devastating to be knocked down
like this.

The fire continues to rage. Last week this fire was
logged at 54,000 hectares. By yesterday it was
182,000. Some seasoned firefighters told me they
have never seen fire like we saw last weekend. It is
a monster. One was marveling at how it has so far
seemed to go around the village. | believe that is
due to the power of prayer of so many across our
church and elsewhere. The fire is only 1 km from
the village of Lhoosk'uz today and 3 km from our
community of Ndazkoh. Please continue to pray. It
can make all the difference.

We do not post this on public pages as we don't
want it shared all over the internet to have respect
for those grieving in our community, but you are
welcome to share it with your churches.

We have a long way ahead,
